1.  What are some names of theories that involve Christians trying to fit millions of years into the Genesis account?

Day-Age view; Gap Theory; Local Flood view; Framework Hypothesis; Theistic Evolution; and Progressive Creation

2.  What is a “Young Earth Creationist”?

One who believes in Creation and in a young Earth, i.e. around 6000 years old.

3.  The word “day” in Genesis 1 is the Hebrew word _____ .  How many times is it used in the Old Testament to refer to a literal 24 hour day? ______

4.  How do Genesis 5 and 11 make it clear that the creation days were about 6000 years ago?

The detailed geneologies are given all the way back to Adam.

5.  Exodus 20:9-11 supports 24 hour literal days for Creation in what way?

It relates a 6 day work week and a 7th day of rest, to the Creation ‘week’ of 6 days and a day of rest.

1.  What does the Ruin-Reconstruction theory state?

There were millions of years in between vs. 1 and 2 of Genesis 1.  And, God destroyed the first creation after “Lucifer’s flood” which produced all the fossil records of today.
2.  Why did this “Gap Theory” come about?

It was a way that Christians could harmonize the Genesis account of creation with a millions of years age of Earth.

3.  What is a big problem with the Gap theory?

It puts death, disease, and suffering prior to the Fall, which is contrary to Scripture.  This can weaken the implications of Adam’s sin, and sin falling on the whole human race, and man’s need for a Saviour.

2.  How long might have Noah (and his sons) been building this massive ship?

100 years

3.  What is a possible explanation how all these animals came to the Ark at the right time?

A built in ‘homing’ instinct for just this era of animals.

4.  How could Noah have fit dinasaurs on the Ark?

They went on babies; most dinasaurs, however, were no bigger than a goat.

5.  What is the estimated total number of different species of animals that Noah probably had on the Ark?

16,000

6.  How many different types of dogs did Noah need to take on the Ark?

two (male and female)

7.  Where did all the water come from in the Flood?

The fountains of the great deep (in the Earth); and the windows of heaven (atmosphere)

8.  Why couldn’t the Flood have been just a ‘local’ flood?

a) Noah wouldn’t need to have built such a ship; he could have just travelled away by camel.  b) When the Flood is referenced in the New Testament, the context is dealing with worldwide judgement.  c) Water was higher than all the mountains; gravity would have the water to settle out over the whole Earth.
9.  What is an interesting finding by Geologists on top of Mt. Everest?

They have found fossils and water-deposited layers of earth at the top (5 miles high).

10.  Where is Noah’s Ark believed to be located at?

Mt. Ararat in Turkey

Chapter 16
1.  How much of the Earth was believed to have been covered by ice in the Ice Age?  What part of North America was covered?

30%                         all of Canada and the northern United States

2.  What is a ‘moraine’ and how do they support a recent Ice Age?

A moraine is a mound of various sized rocks pushed aside by a glacier as it moves.  These moraines are dated to be less than 6000 years old.
3.  How did the worldwide Flood possibly trigger the Ice Age?

a) Volcanic dust let out at the Flood would reflect the suns rays away from the Earth for many years, thus decreasing the temperatures, especially in Summer;  b) in order to form almost 1 mile deep ice sheets, a whole lot of water is needed;  c) there would be a temporary warm ocean from the volcanic activity, which would evaporate quicker into the atmosphere which would increase the water content of the air and produce lots and lots of precipation, in the form of snow (from the cooler temperatures).

4.  When did the Ice Age most likely occur?

It began right after the Flood; and it reached its peak about 500 years after the Flood; and then was like we see it now after about 200 more years.

5.  How long do Evolutionists believe the last Ice Age was for?

100,000 years

6.  What is interesting about Woolly Mammoths?

Their fossils are found strewn across Alaska and Siberia, and some intact frozen carcasses have been found.  This does not support an evolutionary model involving an 100,000 year ice age.
Chapter 18
1.  How does the idea of Aliens support an evolutionary viewpoint?

Earth is but one of thousands of other ‘inhabitable’ planets that have evolved.

2.  Does the Bible give any support for Aliens?

No.  It only speaks of life on planet Earth.

3.  If there are Aliens, could they be saved?

No; Jesus Christ died for mankind (Earthlings, Adam’s race) on planet Earth; nothing was mentioned of anyone else.

4.  What is odd about the lack of findings in NASA’s search for life in outer space?

Evolution teaches that there are billions of planets, and that there should be at least thousands of planets similar to Earth, and thus supporting all sorts of evolutionary life forms.  But, in all their searching, they have found absolutely nothing that is alive.
